As
of 6/10, Williams County is ranked #30 out of 88 counties based on its cases per capita. Williams County has had
38.2 cases per 100,000 population in the last 2 weeks (no longer high incidence) and is slightly above Ohio’s average
of 36.7 cases per capita.
